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A s I write this, I think back to my 

years as a park ranger in the 

Oregon cascades where I had five 

days-use sites and two overnight 

campgrounds spread across several 

mountain passes. There were times I 

thought I could never accomplish eve-

rything on my weekly work list. But a 

group of volunteers came to be an 

important group of assistants ð my 

eyes and ears, if you will ð when I was 

across the mountain range. Twenty-

four years later, I have discovered that 

the BRLT has an equally dedicated 

group of preserve stewards. 

T he Boothbay 

Region Land 

Trustõs new land 

steward is Jona-

than Milne, a na-

tive of Iowa, who 

has many years of 

experience in 

natural resource management from 

Oregon to Maine. He has served as 

the director of outdoor education at 

Colby College and was a seasonal 

park ranger for Baxter State Park for 

ten years, among other positions. 

     Jonathan attended the University 

of Maine and is currently working on 

a masterõs thesis focusing on land 

trust practices in Maine. 

     Jonathan lives with his wife and 

two sons, nine and twelve, in Sidney, 

and commutes to the Land Trust 

three days a week.

BEYOND  A WALK IN  THE  WOODS:  
TALKING  WITH  CHERYL  LORRAIN

natural areas for recreation and pass 

on these values for generations to come.

(207) 633-4818 Å Email: brlt@bbrlt.org Å Website: bbrlt.org 
 

Boothbay Region Land Trust is a non-profit 501(c) (3) organization 

hours for our land steward and environ-

mental educator and bring compensation up 

to peer levels; fund depreciation reserves; 

and fulfill a variety of projects from 2011 

through 2015, including an economic impact 

study. 

     Consider that $100,000 a year for five 

years represents the income from $2.5 mil-

lion of additional endowment (at a 4% yield) 

that we donõt have now and that would take 

perhaps five years to raise. Thus, the imme-

diate challenge is to raise at least that $2.5 

million in new endowment so there will be 

$100,000 in new income in 2016 to continue 

the work made possible from 2011 to 2015. 

     While our consolidation gift provides us 

with crucial òcatch-upó dollars, it does not  

replace our annual fundraising needs. 

Therefore, I am asking for the support of all 

members during this critical annual appeal. 

The annual appeal, memberships, and special 

events provide our financial foundation and 

make the BRLTõs mission-driven work possible. 

A s you know, the 

BRLT has grown its 

portfolio of conservation-

protected lands to more 

than 1,700 acres through 

gifts, purchases and ease-

ments, added two working 

waterfront sites, and now has more than 30 

miles of hiking trails. Based on acreage alone, 

thatõs nearly a 50% increase since 2004. 

     In these challenging economic times, we 

have been diligent in keeping costs, including 

those of staff, as low as possible. But we real-

ized this winter that the growth we experi-

enced will require additional time and re-

sources to consolidate our gains. Fortunately, 

an extremely  generous benefactor has come 

forward to provide us with a remarkably 

timely gift: $100,000 a year for five years (a 

total of $500,000) to underwrite our consoli-

dation.  

     These funds will be used to help enhance 

stewardship of preserves and trails; increase 
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awareness of its patrons to our 30 

miles of free hiking trails. 

     We are proud to announce the 

third year of our Adopt-a-Preserve 

program. Preserve adopters support 

the Land Trustõs work and actively 

participate in annual trail work parties. 

The BRLT welcomes back adopters

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T hanks to three new grant awards, 

the Ocean Point Capital Cam-

paign is close to the finish line. Cur-

rently, more than 150 households and 

three foundations have contributed in 

excess of $340,000 toward the 

$375,000 campaign goal. 

     In November, the BRLT submit-

ted an application to the North 

American Wetlands Conservation Act 

(NAWCA) small grants program,  

which supports projects involving 

long-term protection, restoration, 

and/or enhancement of wetlands and 

associated uplands habitats. In May, 

we were approved to receive $75,000 

in matching funds toward the Ocean 

Point Campaign. 

     Earlier this year, a separate request 

was sent to the Fields Pond Founda-

tion (FPF). Over the past 14 years, the 

BRLT and FPF have partnered to save 

some of the last wild places in the 

Boothbay region and make those 

places accessible for residents and visi-

tors alike. In 2009, FPF awarded the 

BRLT $10,000 to help with the Ocean 

Point land acquisition. In May of this 

year, they generously provided an ad-

ditional $6,000 to offset the cost of 

developing a trailhead and footpath. 

     In late-breaking news, the Land 

Trust just received a $5,000 grant 

from the Elizabeth Ann Leach Chari-

table Trust. The grant is our first from 

this organization, which is focused 

exclusively on Lincoln County. The 

BRLT thanks all campaign donors.
